Recent Events

· Red, the Scourge of the Shining Sea has been slain! An adventuring band known as the Legacy of the Wand encountered Red, and in a daring battle that lost them their own ship, slew Red and took over the Mongoose! All were accorded a ring signifying they are now First Citizens of Tashula. The surviving pirates were, as usual, fed to Gubata the hydra.


· The Destiny has returned! Captain Gerald Castone, the loveable Terridian, and the rest of the crew has returned, some claim, from the Abyss.

As some of you recall, about 10 years ago relations with Tashalar and Calimshan were tense. Tashalar commissioned 3 ships to be privateers under the overall command of Captain Gerald Castone (from parts north of the Shining Sea). After they raided a wizard's tower, the wizard hunted them down about six months later. He destroyed the crew of one ship, and killed half the crew on another, and the third disappeared!


· The Waukeenian High Festival for Crafts, Tehennteahan, was a spectacular success. The competitions were intense. While we all rooted for the home-town participants, the Legacy of the Wand had a grand showing. Some notable outcomes were:

· The Archery Contest: Ieriyn of the High Forest ran away with the contest.

· The Stones of Malar: In an upset, Vall Woodshadow of the Vale overcame his fellow adventurer Aemaria, and locals Jumange and Ebuke.

· Terridian of Waterdeep won the Obstacle Course over Shendar the Shunned, Vall Woodshadow, and local Nimbius the Nimble 

· Finally, several mage duals were fought. An interesting battle was between local Butu the Fat and Jangobah. An interesting duel that ending with Jangobah blasting Butu with potent magic not seen here in these parts. 

· A rash of crimes has hit the city. Peoples Death Coins seem to be disappearing. Death coins show a skull on one side only in the moonlight.

The Black Sandles (an adventuring group) The members of this group claim to be descendants of a legendary mercenary group that fought with the Tashtan against Calimshan long ago. The group consists of Butu the Fat (Wizard and rival of Jangobah), Fatimah the Seer (Clr of Savras), Ebuke the Strong  and Nimbius the Nimble. They occasionally hang out at the Screeching Monkey

The Screeching Monkey is an Inn/Tavern frequented by adventurers. A few months ago, it (and everyone/thing insider) were permanently turned invisible by a Red Wizard experiment gone awry.

Jumange is a big, strong man that competed in the Stones of Malar. He lost (came in 3rd). Later, he was seen at the Mageduel between Butu and Jangobah. He seemed to become extremely upset as he watched the duel.

Darmogi is a fellow that seems to hang around a bit to much for the Legacy’s liking. They have not talked with him directly.

Deepali is a local woman (wizard) that has taken a liking to the Jangobah (and likewise). Some in the party are not sure about her. She has warned Jangobah that the Hatyara, a group of assassins, has taken an interest in him.

Eruu made a rather lame attempt on Jangobah’s life. Somehow associated with the Hatyara.

Garrett is a local guy sweet on Ieriyn. The crew of the Destiny mysteriously abducted him. He died in explosion of the ship.
